Team members, in any form WILL NOT BE TOLERATED at any time.

10. lllegal activity of any kind by Alpine Ontario U16 Eastern Finals Alpine Team
members while participating in Alpine Ontario U16 Eastern Finals Alpine Team
activity WILL NOT BE TOLERATED.
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11. To discuss grievances or problems of any nature with the Coaching staff in a timely
manner.

< Harassment of other athletes, staff members, the athlete(s) will be sent home, if the
offence is beyond the scope of the staff or committee, the appropriate authorities will be
informed and all information will be transferred.
